What will be covered?
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On completion of this course you will:

documentation when involved in traffic management
e Be aware of National Highway Sector Schemes (NHSS)

e Be aware of the different types of roads across the UK road network

e Be aware of which roads/works are covered by which NHSS document

e Be aware of the different classifications of “road users” i.e. pedestrians, horse riders, cyclists etc

NHSS12AB operative’s course cannot be undertaken within 3 months of the TTMBC course as 3 months
'on the job' experience.

NHSS12C operative’s course and the NHSS12D M1 course can be undertaken without waiting 3 months.
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
